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A huge well done to Dominick Judd for his involvement in 
the ‘Takeover Day’ of Tom Riordan (Leeds Council Chief 
Executive). As part of the day, Dominick met the Bishop of 
Leeds and had a one to one meeting with Tom Riordan 
himself. Dominick was a credit to himself and the school. 
Check out his write up below:  

It’s 6am in the morning. I woke up too late. I was meant to 
wake at 5:30am. I had to rush. Shower, breakfast,         
coffee, and get ready all in one hour - possible? I was off 
to shadow the Chief Executive of Leeds City Council; Tom 
Riordan. He has only worked there for 15 months but has 
already made many changes. He was born, and still lives, 
in North Allerton. He previously worked at Yorkshire            
Forward, focusing on climate change and endangered   
species. He has also worked as a petrol pump attendant!  
 
The first meeting of the day was at the Leeds Corn           
Exchange about a forthcoming conference focusing on 
Leeds becoming a Child Friendly City. The meeting was 
taken by the Director of Children’s Services, Nigel                
Richardson and Mr Riordan. They describe a child friendly 
city as, ‘where children, young people and adults are all 
treated the same’ and stressed the importance of this for 
the city of Leeds.  
 
Next stop of the day was a one to one meeting with Mr 
Riordan, at Leeds University’s Rose Bowl Café. I asked 
him about the Leeds City Council 2030 vision from the 
Leeds Initiative. He described how he wants Leeds to be 
‘not the richest nor the biggest, but the best in the UK’. 
This is another aim of the Leeds Youth Council. For the           
 remainder of the morning, I attended a meeting with 
 the Bishop of Leeds – Rev John Packer.  
 

Just after 1pm, I had a tour of Leeds Civic Hall. The hall 
was built by un-employed people in 1933 and this created 
hundreds of jobs. The building is an ‘A’ shape and is locat-
ed in Millennium Square.  
 
During the afternoon, I also spoke to Neil Walshaw 
(Labour politician, Headingley). Mr Walshaw is one of the 
99 councillors, from 33 different wards and 5 different            
political parties in Leeds. We talked about how to have a           
career in politics and why councillors and MP’s are vital for 
the country. 
 
My next event was watching Mr Riordan delivering a 
speech for a charity event run by the bank Lloyds TSB. 
This was held in the Banqueting Hall. Further information I 
found out during the day, was that Mr Riordan studied at 
the same university as Boris 
Johnson, David Cameron, 
and Morley and Outwood MP 
and Shadow Home              
Secretary, Ed Balls. He also 
studied at The Imperial              
College in London. I enjoyed 
the ‘take-over’ day                   
immensely and I would 
strongly recommend it for             
anyone thinking of doing it 
next year. I now fancy            
tackling ‘taking over’ a wide 
variety of jobs -             
Headteacher, Library              
Assistant or even a                
Councillor. I would love to do 
any of these in the future. 

Five Carr Manor pupils were invited to Hillcrest Primary School, to join in the               
Music Passport class, prior to beginning young leader training at Carr Manor High 
School.  Firstly, they joined in as one of the groups, then helped lead an            
improvised piece based on microwaves and ice cream vans! They then spent 
some time afterwards discussing how the primary school could support them in 
their leadership and mentoring of younger pupils. All five pupils are positive about 
the project. The sessions have now moved to Carr Manor High School, on a          
Saturday morning, in conjunction with North Leeds Music centre.

problem was – how would we               
identify our young carers and how 
could we get this support system up 
and running? Working alongside 
Sheila, we decided the starting point 
was for her to deliver assemblies to 
all pupils, to raise awareness of 
what young carers were/what they 
did. Following on from these  
assemblies, Coaches were then 
able to start identifying pupils who 
acted as young carers at home             
– our support system was then 
founded.  
 
After starting this support, the young 
carers, who Shelia met at the 
school, produced a ‘Young Carers 
Policy’ for their school.
